Agenda Item 2-Kimberly
Movement between Tiers-Women’s
-the question has been raised regarding a change to the women’s alignment
-Kimberly sent a poll to players to get the feedback she needed to make a decision
–the results indicated  that more women wanted a change to alignment with only one team changing tiers but this would apply to the top tier only
-one other division (reverse 4’s) has changed their tier system to rotate the number of teams in each tier

-it was agreed that this may be an issue that needs discussion and possibly a referendum vote at the AGM this year

Agenda Item 3-Marg

Referee Issues-Conduct; Pay
-concerns were raised regarding a referee that was threatened by a player following games
-player misconduct will have consequences i.e.: suspension from game, or for a specified number of weeks

-referees will be encouraged to use sanction cards for each game

-ref’s should always try to avoid coming to games expecting an argument

-score sheets are often incorrect-ref’s must be more attentive to scores and team names when reporting  information after games
-it was also suggested that the non spiking onsite person should do a coin toss before games and be prepared to receive scores as games are completed

-it was also agreed that  3hr.minimums and hourly caps be placed on the referee and onsite pay scale
-Marg will provide a description of the current pay scale for referee and onsite pay
-this issue will be discussed further at the next meeting

Agenda Item 4-Indru
Rules-Defaults, Substitutions, Late Player placement
*Defaults

-rules were discussed for full night and partial defaults and whether a fine should be levied after a number full game defaults

-default scores will show as +12 and +25 will be discontinued

-teams will be given a warning the first default,  a fine for the second and a fine for every subsequent default

-teams will be removed from the schedule until the fine has been paid

*Substitutions-players from same division 
-players may be borrowed from 1 tier above, the same tier or any tier below if they play in the same division (night)
-no borrowing players for playoffs

*Late Players

-coed games must be treated differently than men’s or women’s

-2 players may be added providing the players on the court remain in the same order

-no swapping player positions

*Injuries-Impact on game in progress

-should an injury occur during a game, the score will be frozen for the injured and the team will default up to a maximum of 12 points

-the opposing team will be awarded +25 and will win by no more than 12 points
-the game will be reported as abandoned by the injured team
-players and spectators must not walk within any court lines while a game is in progress to avoid injuries and disruption of the game
