Agenda Item 1-Indru
Updates-City Meeting re: Beach Courts     
-the Ciy of Brampton no longer wants long term contracts with users of Chinguacousy Park

-The City prefers to build the volleyball courts and rent them to us

-if the City charges a rental fee that mirrors indoor rates the cost could be close to $85K., which would make our use of Chinguacousy no longer feasible as rates for our players would rise considerably
 - at present Indru is still negotiating as we are long term users of the park

-this summer will remain status quo

-over time a long term agreement will be established

-rates for use will differ for groups that are youth and adult, non profit and for profit 

-it is hoped that our “not for profit” status and the youth component of the league will ensure a favourable outcome

Agenda Item 2-James

Facilities-New Equipment, Misc.
-now that the season has started, things are running smoothly but March may present some scheduling problems
-James has requested space at a new recreation centre that is expected to be a multi-use facility
-we hope to be able to contact the rock climbing company that sets up in the schools to check when our gym space may not be available as it is not always noted on the school permits
